Evaluation of Natives of the Americas Project

You have a choice of presentations—you can present your project as a power point, a model, a poster, or any other visual medium.  All projects must show the following elements:

· A clear description of the indigenous people you have focused on
· Details about the topic that you selected
· In depth understanding of the topic (more than just a broad understanding)
· 5 minute presentation of the material to the class
· Show your understanding of the topic
· Notes may be used, but do not simply read them to us—show what you have learned, not what you can read
· Visual presentation is well prepared and flawless
· Check spelling, grammar, font size, amount of text on slides
· Models show attention to detail, choice in materials, effectively convey topic
· Posters are planned, organized and creatively made
· Preparation for presentation
· All materials are ready for the presentation
· You have practiced the presentation
· Not just reading notes to the class
· Can answer questions effectively
· Look at your audience, speak with clear voice and good enunciation
· Know how to pronounce all words used
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
