	Member of the Brethren of Common Life – believe emulating Jesus was all that was needed to become closer to God – education critical for all – devotio moderna

	Justification by faith – against popery – only sacraments are baptism and communion, consubstantiation – vernacular services – church subordinate to the state except in religion – basically started the Reformation

	Similar to Lutheranism, but despised popery even more – communion is purely symbolic – austerity is a virtue

	Anabaptists

	Holy Roman Empire

	Baptism as an adult – not fond of elaborate church hierarchy – emphasized value of personal judgment – usually refused to bear arms or swear oaths – communion is purely symbolic – seized control of Munster in 1536

	Institutes of the Christian Religion
	Predestination – hard work is a sign of being chosen by God, or elect – church should dominate over the state – first reform movement to spread beyond original area

	Calvinist – experiences in the French wars over religion earn them special mention – origin of the name probably comes from French for “heretic”

	John Knox (Presbyterians)
	1513-1572
	Scotland
	First Blast of the Trumpet
	Calvinist, but with modifications to appease the Scottish people, such as less emphasis on success as a determination of electorship

	Henry VIII

(Anglicans)
	r. 1509-1547
	England
	Defense of the Seven Sacraments
	Authority of monarch replaces that of the pope as of 1534 – Catholic theology but with some modifications to appease Protestants, such as vernacular services


	Pope Paul III
	r. 1534-1549
	Papal States
	__
	Council of Trent – essentially reaffirmed Catholic dogma but reformed to remove corruption and organizational problems – believed reliable and pure leaders were required – revived Inquisition

	St. Teresa
	1515-1582
	Spain
	__
	Mystic visions of God – engaged in good works and improvement of society – proved that women could be powerful force in religion – formed order of nuns

	Ignatius Loyola
	1491-1556
	Spain
	Spiritual Exercises
	Viewed religion as a chivalric battle against evil – good work does earn salvation – founded Society of Jesus (Jesuits) to teach, preach, hear confessions, and do missionary work
