World War II CD

For this project, you will create a cd cover that reflects an understanding of the most important people and events of World War II.  
The front cover should include:

· A “band” name

· An appropriate title for the CD

· At least two visuals (pictures, graphics, artwork)
The back cover should include:

· The titles of twenty songs that reflect important ideas/issues/themes of World War II. In the song titles, at least fifteen of the following topics must be mentioned.  The remaining five must be about the era but NOT on this list:

The lyrics sheets should include:
· For at least four of the songs on your cd, you need to create lyrics on a separate sheet.  Choose a song that you know and alter the lyrics to reflect some aspect of the War.  Each song must have two stanzas and a chorus (at least six lines in a stanza, three in the chorus).  

· The title of the song
· The name of the band you created

· The song from which  you are using the music (example:  “sung to the tune of The Hardest Part by Coldplay”)

· Stanza 1, chorus, stanza 2

This project is an exercise in creativity as well as research.  Do not use the names of existing songs.—you are making up the titles to reflect something in history. For example, if you were to write a song about Winston Churchill, you should not use the title Winston Churchill Rocks. It shows no thought or creativity, and does not show that you have an understanding of who Churchill was or what things he accomplished. Some good song titles might include Their Finest Hour (with lyrics written to Coldplay’s The Hardest Part) or I Smoke Cigars While They Bomb (with lyrics written to Willow Smith’s I Whip My Hair) These examples work because they are much more creative and refer to events in Churchill’s life. Ohhh, too bad! Now you can’t use those two so you have to get more creative than me!

The final cd must be presented in a plastic cd cover.  If you have any trouble finding one, ask one of the oldest people you know who will undoubtedly still have a bunch of them lying around somewhere (sooooo Old School technology!!!)

This is an individual project.  If you share your ideas with your classmates before presenting them, you run the risk of having them take your really good idea and copying it.  You will not get any credit for duplicate titles or lyrics of songs, nearly identical band names and/or cover designs.  Originality is the key word here.  The more research you do on the topics the less likely you will be to come up with similar material.  Those who rely only on the textbook are more likely to have a limited amount of information and therefore, will be more likely to come up with a similar cd to someone in your class.

BONUS OPPORTUNITIES:  If you are brave and talented, you may record one of your songs and/or make a music video of it.  You may combine forces with others to do this however, points are awarded only if it is GOOD…don’t record a song if you CANNOT SING ON KEY!!!!  You may participate in as many of these as you like, but you get the bonus only once.  This is a binary decision---you get all the points if it is good and none if it is bad.  Think of me as Simon Cowell--enough said.
